In 2008-09, the Capital Works Reserve Fund will allocate $360 million for alterations, additions, repairs and improvements to the campuses of the University Grants Committee (UGC)-funded institutions, and $585 million for alterations, additions, repairs and improvements to education subvented buildings. Could the Administration explain in detail whether the provisions include funding for the construction of joint hostels for shared use by institutions? If so, please give a breakdown of the expenditure involved and the implementation timetable of the relevant projects. If not, please inform us of the detailed plan of construction of the joint hostels, including the resources involved and the implementation timetable.

The provisions for alterations, additions, repairs and improvements to the campuses of the University Grants Committee (UGC)-funded institutions in the 2008-09 financial year have not included expenses for the proposed joint-hostel projects. The Education Bureau is liaising with the UGC-funded institutions on the development of joint-hostels and will seek the funding approval of the Finance Committee of the Legislative Council in due course.
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
