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Question:

The Administration indicates that the approved project estimate for the “provision of a columbarium and garden of remembrance at Kiu Tau Road, Wo Hop Shek” is $629.5 million.  After deducting the revised estimate for 2009-10, the remaining reserve is $628.5 million.  Why the estimated expenditure for 2010-11 is $55 million only?  What is the timetable for using the remaining reserve?  How can the project be expedited so as to meet the acute shortage of columbarium?

Reply :

The construction of the columbarium and garden of remembrance at Kiu Tau Road, Wo Hop Shek commenced in late 2009 and is scheduled to be completed in July 2012.  The current progress of the construction works on site is generally on schedule.  The estimated expenditure of $55 million for 2010-11 is mainly for site formation and piling works.  We expect that most of the expenditure will be incurred in 2011-12 and beyond on completion of high cost works and finishing items of the columbarium building and ancillary facilities.  We will closely monitor the project progress and explore the possibility of expediting the works.
