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Question:

According to the Administration, the approved estimate for improvement works for Mong Kok Stadium is $275.5 million.  With a balance of $260.5 million over the 2009-10 revised estimate, why does the estimated expenditure for 2010-11 stand at $60 million only?  What is the timetable for drawing down the remaining provision?  How can the progress of works speed up to keep in line with the Government’s pledge to promote local sports development?

Reply :

Improvement work on Mong Kok Stadium started in September 2009 and is scheduled to be completed by September 2011.  The progress of the construction work is on schedule.  The estimated expenditure of $60 million for 2010-11 is mainly for the construction of concrete structural works including the foundations and superstructures.  We expect that most of the high-cost works and finishing items, such as the spectator stands and covers, will be paid for in 2011-12 and thereafter.  We will monitor the project progress and review the financial position as appropriate.
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
